Whoever said “You can’t move a 2,000 square feet 
space full of þfty years of theatre paraphernalia 
within a forty-eight hour period” never met Merrick 
Mohler, Gary Sibbitts, Terry Sibbitts, and the ridicu-
lously determined members of The Kirkwood Theatre 
Guild.

Troy�s entry into theatre was in Kindergarten where he was, of course, given the starring role of Santa Claus. Ac-
cording to him, excessive talking (not talent) was the reason he was selected for his �rst plum role.  Troy moved 
to St. Louis at the age of 10 from Madison, Wisconsin.  He attended DeSmet Jesuit High School where he once 
again decided to pursue the performing arts.  He auditioned for his �rst musical, Paint Your Wagon and was 
thrilled when cast, but was curious what the (NS) behind his name on the cast list meant.  Oh dear, it meant he 
was to be a �non-singer�.  True to form, Troy convinced (nagged) the musical director to allow him to sing.  Part 
of the deal was that he had to join the Glee Club. He did so reluctantly and it turned out to be a great investment 
of time and energy. Singing was fun, but his natural talent showed through in dancing.  Even though he had no 
formal training, Troy became the main dancer for their productions.  

After his senior year, Troy did a few shows at the Muny  He performed in My Fair Lady with Howard Keel and 
was even given a line. The following summer he performed at the Muny with Joel Higgins in Three Coins in a Fountain.  He got to drive a 
moped across the stage and dance with Lara Teeter. He continued to perform while enrolled in college. 

Much of Troy�s early theatre education came from the Kirkwood Theatre Guild.  His stepfather had season tickets for the second Friday 
performance so Troy watched many KTG veterans perform while he was in high school.  �Some day� he used to think, �I might be able to do 
that�.  In 1998 he auditioned for My Favorite Year.  He was disappointed not to get the lead but joined the ensemble with other new theatre 
friends Jeff Wright and future roommate Jim Arnet. He performed the following season as the son in The Man Who Came to Dinner.  He 
was cast in a minor role in Solid Gold Cadillac and 8 days before the opening one of the lead left the production.  Tom Murray asked him to 
step in and Troy delivered a wonderful performance. In 2000 he performed on the Goldenrod Show Boat in Anything Goes and Once Upon a 
Mattress.  

Busy concentrating on his education and career, Troy took a hiatus from theatre. He returned to KTG in 2008 as the Leading Player in Pip-
pin and since has been a dancing ball player, a devious husband, and a starving actor.  Recently he has had the opportunity to play some 
dream roles:  Josh in big, the Musical and Albin in La Cage aux Folles.  Troy�s day job is with Saint Louis University as the Assistant Director 
of the Graduate Business Programs. He enjoys the varied responsibilities of his very visible position. Troy can be seen in the upcoming pro-
ductions of  The Wild Party with the New Line Theatre and Man of La Mancha with Insight Theatre Company (starring Joneal Joplin). Troy 
has struck an interesting balance between his two worlds, and KTG congratulates him for his success in both.
